        Origins of BAM and Other Bridge  

                         Conundrums

   Who amongst us hasn‟t wondered who thought 
up these devilishly difficult bridge movements?  
I, for one, often lay in bed at night tossing and 
turning over questions like are Swiss Team 
really Swiss and has anyone ever been rendered 
unconscious in knockouts?  If you, have been 
pondering over these questions, ponder no 
more.  Wearing my super sleuthed hat and sen-
sible shoes, I‟ve tried to get  to the bottom of 
these bridge bedevilments, once and for all. 
   Turns out that there is, indeed, quite a lot more 
to Switzerland than delicious chocolate, depend-
able watches, steep Alps and Swiss Bank ac-
counts.  Swiss teams originated in a Zurich 
chess tournament in 1895.  The idea was that   
many competitors could compete in a tourna-
ment simultaneously i.e. in bridge, chess, Scrab-
ble, Go and so on. Although many attempts to 
adopt the Swiss system had been made, it was 
not until 1967 when John Hamilton and Marc 
Low developed the present method which was 
first used at a Cincinnati Sectional.  The principle 
of a Swiss movement is that, in the initial round, 
teams within a predetermined bracket are ran-
domly selected to compete against each other.  
In each subsequent round, winning teams face 
other winning teams and losers face losers. until 
a single team has won. 
   Knockouts, on the other hand, eliminate teams 
as each round progresses.  There are no second 
chances.  You‟ve got to come out fighting and 
playing to win or the day may turn out to be a 
great opportunity to get done some of those er-
rands you never quite get around to.  Then 
again, if your team is knocked out and still con-
scious enough to want to continue, you and your 
partner may play in a consolation round, euphe-
mistically known as a side game.   
    Knockouts are the most popular form of bridge 
competition.  While it is generally believed that 
bridge evolved from whist, the modern game of 
contract bridge as we know it (or are, at least, 
trying to know it) evolved in 1925 as a result of  
innovations to the scoring of “auction” bridge 
made by Harold S. Vanderbilt among others.  
His immense wealth certainly was nice; and his 
acquaintance with the game of bridge became    
 

essential in polite society as tournaments began 
to gain in popularity.  Although the first officially 
recognized World Championships weren‟t held 
until 1935, the Vanderbilt Knockout Team Cham-
pionships began in 1928 and the Vanderbilt Cup 
is, today, considered one of the most highly 
prized trophies to win.  The cup is awarded to 
the National Knockout Team championship win-
ners at the Spring NABCs. 
    No, fellow players, contrary to popular 
thought, BAM is not an acronym for Bridge At-
tracts Masochists.  That said, Board-A-Match 
events don‟t win popularity contests and are con-
sidered by many to be the most challenging and 
most difficult events because of the incredibly 
complex scoring.  Suffice to say that a team ei-
ther wins, loses or ties and most teams probably 
prefer the first option..  One of the earliest refer-
ences to Board-A-Matches is in General Alfred 
M. Gruenther‟s 1933 book on how to run a Board
-A-Match.  General Guenther was a widely rec-
ognized authority on duplicate contract bridge 
and in the outstanding directory of American 
bridge tournaments in the 30‟s.  He was a prolific 
writer on bridge and a highly decorated U.S. 
Army general.  His final military assignment was 
Supreme Commander, Allied Powers, Europe, 
1953-1956.  The only premier event with board-a
-match scoring in major team competition is the 
Reisinger National Bridge Championship held at 
the fall ACBL North American Bridge Champion-
ship. (I, for one, believe it‟s only slightly more dif-
ficult to win it than to figure out the scoring.) 
    And, while it is difficult to pinpoint the exact 
moments that these tournament movements be-
gan as they are generally thought to have car-
ried over from whist to auction to contract bridge, 
there is one bridge hand the origin of which is 
well known.  It‟s a hand most of us feel certain 
we have every time we play.  It is  the infamous 
and not very user friendly Yarborough, a hand 
with no card greater in value than a nine.  
Charles Anderson Worsley, the 2nd Earl of Yar-
borough (1809-1897) was so certain that such a 
hand only occurred one time in a thousand that 
he offered his whist-playing friends a standing 
wager against them picking up such a hand.  In 
fact, the odds are 1,827 to 1 against such a hand 
and 546,000,000 against you and your partner 
both having a Yarborough.  So, cheer up, even if 
the bridge gods arenôt the odds are on your side.
